CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ACTION ITEMS.

Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – February 23, 2010
Selectman Clark moved the Board approve the minutes of the February 23, 2010 meeting, as amended, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote all in favor.

Budget Committee transmittal of the proposed FY 10/11 proposed budget, together with its recommendations, to the Board of Selectmen, Phil McCarthy, Budget Committee Chair.

Budget Committee Chair Phil McCarthy provided the Board with an overview of the proposed FY 2010/2011 Municipal Budget and highlighted changes, concerns, and recommendations of the Budget Committee

WHEREAS, the Budget Committee has transmitted a copy of the budget, together with its recommendations, to the Board of Selectmen. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SELECTMEN OF THE TOWN OF CLINTON, that the Budget Committee has completed its obligations as specified in the Town Charter by transmitting the FY 10 / 11 recommended Municipal Budget to the Board of Selectmen for our consideration.
