MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM: Chairman Jeff Towne, Vice Chairman David Watson II, Randy Clark, and Geraldine Dixon.  Also present Town Manager Aaron Chrostowsky and Town Clerk Pamela Violette.  Justin Cote arrived at 6:40 p.m.              

ACTION ITEMS.

Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – June 22, 2010
Selectman Clark moved the Board approve the minutes of the June 22, 2010  meeting, second by Selectman Dixon.  Town Manager Chrostowsky said page 2, Open Auditing Services Bids needed to be amended, Town Manager, Aaron Chrostowsky, stated he hadn’t received any bids and recommended to the Board of Selectmen to put opening Audition Services Bids on the next agenda received two bids and Board decided to check references before awarding contract.  

Chairman Towne noted page 2, Review Proposed Police Department Management Study should be change:  After some discussion, the Board of Selectmen decided not to use tabled using the Maine Chiefs of Police Association for a Police Department Management Study.  

Selectman Clark withdrew his motion and Selectman Dixon withdrew the second.  

Selectman Clark moved to table the June 22, 2010 minutes until the next meeting.  Second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0

Election of Chair & Vice-Chair by Secret Ballot

Selectman Clark nominated Jeff Towne as Chairman, second by Selectman Cote.  Nominations ceased.  Jeffrey Towne unanimously elected Chairman by secret ballot.  

Selectman Dixon nominated David Watson, II as Vice Chairman, second by Selectman Cote.  Nominations ceased.  David Watson, II unanimously elected Vice Chairman by secret ballot.

Board of Selectmen Rules of Procedure

Selectman moved to adopt the Board of Selectmen Rules of Procedures, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0

Selectman Clark moved Board adopt Resolution 10-08, second by Selectman Watson, vote 5-0

Award Contract for Annual Independent Financial Auditing Services
Selectman Clark moved to award contract for Annual Independent Financial Auditing Services to Hollingsworth & Associates of Bangor, Maine, second by Selectman Watson.  Vote 5-0

Open Proposals for Winter Road Maintenance Services

Selectman Clark moved to open proposals for Winter Road Maintenance Services, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0

Snowplowing contract was tabled until August 10, 2010 so Town Manager Chrostowsky will have time to gather information from the bidders and to allow him and Highway Supervisor Clayton Pierce to conduct a site visit.


Selectman Cote noted Victor Lane had been left off the list of Town roads.

Request for Bids for Paving and Road Reconstruction 
Selectman Clark moved to authorize the Town Manager to proceed with Requesting for Bids for Paving and Road Reconstruction, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0

DISCUSSION ITEMS

Review Proposed Police Department Management Study

Town Manager Chrostowsky said he had talked with other Towns that had a Police Department Management Study performed and received glowing recommendations.  Town Manager Chrostowsky said he would like to propose forming a working group, using experienced police officers, to review policies and procedures and provide a brief report prior to the appointment of a police chief.  Board thought this was a good idea.

Traffic Control Ordinance
No parking sign (Main and Pleasant Street) – Road advisory Committee to look at the intersection of Pleasant and Main Street.  

Town Manager Chrostowsky provided the Board with information he received concerning crosswalks.

Parking in Front of Fire Hydrants – Town Manager Chrostowsky said the fire hydrants are covered by ordinance.

Noise Ordinance -Town Manager Chrostowsky said he received a request from a resident for a noise ordinance as the Town currently does not have one.  Town Manager to draft an ordinance and present it to the Board.   

SUPPLEMENTS AND ABATEMENTS:  

Selectman Clark moved to approve abatement request 2009-21 in the amount of $122.24.  Reason for the abatement is Homestead exemption omitted.  Abatement amount includes interest and demand fees.   Second by Selectman Cote   Vote 5-0

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT:

Town Manager Chrostowsky report each Town department had been inspected by the Department of Labor, Safety Works. The inspection report will be mailed and any violations will need to be corrected.  This report allows time to make the corrections without any fines.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS:  Chairman Towne said the Town received a letter from KVCOG concerning the need to update the Comprehensive Plan.

Selectman Watson said a resident brought to his attention of a dead spruce tree at the post office.  Chairman Towne said the property is now owned by Jay Galusha and Town Manager Chrostowsky said he would speak to Mr. Galusha about the tree.

Selectman Watson mentioned he was in First Park recently and thought the undeveloped area  might be a good location for housing.  Town Manager Chrostowsky said he would mention it to Greg Brown, First Park Representative.

Town Manager Chrostowsky brought up the proposed change of hours at the Transfer Station, four 10-hour days, Wednesday through Saturday.  Board would like a proposal at the next meeting as a discussion item.
WARRANT:  Selectman Clark moved to approve treasurer’s warrant 4 in the amount of $192,234.84, second by Selectman Watson. All in favor.

Selectman Watson asked about purchases by the Police Department.  Town Manager Chrostowsky said the Police Department purchased bullet proof vests and ammunition. 

Selectman Clark moved to approve treasurer’s warrant 88, Fiscal Year 2009/2010, in the amount of $9,074.98, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0

NEXT AGENDA ITEMS:  Transfer station hours

COMMENTS / QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC CONCERNING MATTERS NOT RELATED TO ITEMS ON THE AGENDA.  The Board’s rules of procedure have imposed a 15-minute total time limit.

 No comments or questions from the public.

Poverty Abatement – Executive Session 36 M.R.S.A.§ 841 (2) – moved to the end of the agenda.

Selectmen Clark moved to enter into Executive Session pursuant to 36 M.R.S.A.§ 841 (2), second by Selectman Dixon at 8:43 p.m.  All in favor.  Town Manager Chrostowsky invited General Administrator Pamela Violette to stay for the executive session.

Selectman Clark moved to exit Executive Session at 9:03 p.m., second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0

Selectman Clark moved to deny the abatement request made pursuant to 36 M.R.S.A.§ 841 (2) for the tax year 2009, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0

ADJOURN:  Selectman Clark moved to adjourn at 9:08 p.m., second by Selectman Dixon.  All in favor.
