MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM: Chairman Jeff Towne, Vice Chairman David Watson II, Randy Clark, Justin Cote, and Geraldine Dixon.  Also present Town Manager Aaron Chrostowsky and Town Clerk Pamela Violette.

ACTION ITEMS.

Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – April 27, 2010
Selectman Clark moved the Board approve the minutes of the April 27, 2010 meeting, second by Selectman Cote.  Voted all in favor.  Typing change – Discussion items, Town of Clinton Policing Alternatives “tem” changed to “them”.

Board appointment of Shirley J. Bailey, Deputy Town Clerk, as the Warden for the June 8, 2010 State Primary/Referendum
Selectman Clark moved to appoint Shirley J. Bailey, Deputy Town Clerk, as the Warden for the June 8, 2010 State Primary/Referendum, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0

Countersign Warrant and Notice of Election Calling Maine School Administrative District No. 49 Budget Validation Referendum (20-A M.R.S.A. §1486

Selectman Clark moved to Countersign Warrant and Notice of Election Calling Maine School Administrative District No. 49 Budget Validation Referendum (20-A M.R.S.A. §1486), second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0

Dickey Municipal Quit Claim Deed
Selectman Clark moved to sign and release any interest that may have been acquired by un-discharged municipal tax lien against Marilyn Dickey to Charles Dickey, second by Selectman Watson.  Vote 5-0

Plaisted Municipal Quit Claim Deed

Selectman Clark moved to sign and release any interest that may have been acquired by un-discharged municipal tax lien against Marilyn Dickey to David and Ells Plaisted, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0

Review Solid Waste Hauling Contract Fees – taken out of order

Transfer Station Director Gerald Howard told the Board of Selectmen he would like to renew the current contract with Bolsters for another five years, without going out to bid.  Mr. Howard said the contract would stay the same without any increases and recommended it in the interest of saving the Town money.

The Board of Selectmen agreed the Town of Clinton Purchasing Policy, Regulation of Bids and Contract, states written specifications and competitive written bids for all purchases of goods, services, or supplies in excess of $2,000 and for all professional services and this contract will go out to bid. 

Annual Independent Financial Audit Request for Proposals

Selectman Clark moved to authorize the Town Manager to proceed with Requesting for Proposals for Annual Independent Financial Auditing Service, second by Selectman Watson.   Vote 5-0

Executive Session – Personnel matters 1 M.R.S.A. § 405(6) (A) and Code Enforcement matters 1 M.R.S.A. §405(6) (H)

Executive Session was not acted upon.

Town Manager Chrostowsky asked the Board of Selectman if he has permission to seek counsel for a personnel issue.  Consensus of the Board was to grant permission to hire an attorney.  Town Manager Chrostowsky also requested permission to have an attorney on retainer. The Board of Selectmen did not agree.

Annual town report dedication

Selectman Watson provided the written dedication to Myron Watson and will provide a picture.  The cover picture of the annual town report will be of the Old Mill Site, pictures of the Old Mill Site provided by the Town of Clinton’s Photography Club.

Town Manager Chrostowsky asked if the Board had any highlights they want included in his report.  Board said they did not have any.

KVCOG Regional Capital Investment Plan

Town Manager Chrostowsky identified library renovation, sewer/water connection expansion and Chairman Towne provided the informational study for the Downtown Improvement Plan.

Chairman Towne said the town office property is looking better.
