Cemetery Committee members, Keith Graham and Earl Pratt, were present and said they have reviewed the cemeteries and thought the mowing needs more attention.  

Selectman Massey said he appreciates the Cemetery Committee’s concerns and would like to be made aware of any problems.  The Cemetery Committee’s input will be very helpful when preparing for the next contract.

Chairman Towne would like Town Manager Rhodes to talk to the contractor about the Nobles Ferry mowing.

Town Manager Rhodes said a letter has been received from Attorney Alton C. Stevens concerning Krueger’s junkyard case.  The Selectmen agreed to have the Attorney Stevens  negotiate a consent agreement with Mr. Krueger’s attorney.

Town Manager Rhodes said he will be out of the office until 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 12, 2007, for training.
