6.        DISCUSSION ISSUES.

a. Chief of Police regarding police coverage.

           Chief Wing talked about concerns of the hours Clinton has no police coverage. Compared to State Police and Sheriffs Department, who have approximately 140 hours a week with only call coverage, Clinton PD averages 124 hours a week with no coverage. The cost of putting on another full time police officer to cover those hours would be around 40-50 thousand dollars a year. If he added call shifts to the schedule using the officers he has now it would be at a cost of around 3300.00 dollars a year. The Selectman asked the TM to look into the budget and see if that amount is available to put on call shifts for the police department. The Town Manager will notify the Selectmen at the next Selectmen’s Meeting.
