ACTION ITEMS.

 Approval of Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes – November 24, 2009, 2009

Selectmen Clark moved Board approve minutes of the November 24, 2009 meeting, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 4-0

Board approval of the PSAP Call Handling Agreement between the Somerset     

County Commissioners and the Town of Clinton.

Selectman Clark moved Board authorize the Chair, Board of Selectmen to sign the  PSAP Call Handling Agreement between the Somerset County  Commissioners and the Town of Clinton at a rate of $1.00 per  Capita ($1,670) for the 6-month period from January 1, 2010 to     June 30, 2010 and $1.25 ($4,175) per Capita for the 12-month    period from July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011, second by Selectman Dixon. Selectman Clark moved Board appoint Marie A. Strout as Town of Clinton’s MSAD 49 School Board Member for the term December 9, 2009 to June 30, 2010, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 4-0
DISCUSSION ITEMS

Cindy Frost: Youth Center:  Ms. Frost presented her idea for a nonprofit community center to provide position activities for school age children and raise awareness of current programs available to parents and kids.

FY 2010 / 2011 CIP:  No comments from the Board.

Motor Vehicle Agent Decision:  Board of Selectmen agreed to include funds for a part time person, 20 hours per week, for the town office in the upcoming budget.

Municipal Agent Violette agreed to start issuing motor vehicle plates as closing Wednesday afternoon will allow time to  do reports and inventory  

Selectmen Clark moved to close the office counter Wednesday afternoons with the blessing of the Town Manager, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 4-0  The Selectmen requested a notice indicating new office hours to be posted.  

MOLD in the Police Department Office: Town Manager Rhodes explained he received a compliant about a possibility of mold on the carpet in the Police Department’s office.  Northeast Labs tested for mold and none was detected.  This is a non-issue.
