ACTION ITEMS:
Approval of Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes – November 9, 2010

Selectman Clark moved the Board to approve the minutes of the November 9, 2010 meeting, seconded by Selectman Watson.  Vote 4-0 Approved.
Town Manager Presentation of FY 2011/2012 Capital Improvement Program

Town Manager Aaron Chrostowsky presented his Capital Improvement Program to the Board.  He would like to spend more time with the Department Heads, and get recommendations from the Road Committee.

Hire Plaster Specialist to repair Library Ceiling

Selectman Clark moved the Board to accept Project Estimate, dated November 16, 2010, to repair Library Plaster to Peter Lord Plaster & Paint, Inc., in the amount of $5,000.00 from Library Repair and Renovations account number G 3 – 755-01, seconded by Selectman Watson.  After discussion, Selectman Clark withdrew his motion until further information is gathered regarding the effects of removing the books in the attic have on the ceiling, seconded by Selectman Watson.
