ACTION ITEMS
Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes –  August 24, 2010
Selectman Clark moved the Board approve the minutes as amended of the August 24, 2010 meeting, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 4-0 Approved (Cote abstained as he was absent at last meeting.)  Permit for spreading of residential lime was for a 1-year contract.
Hire Plaster Specialist to Repair Library Ceiling
