MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM: Chairman Jeff Towne, Randy Clark, Chester Nutting, and Joe Massey.  Also present Town Manager James Rhodes, Town Clerk Pamela Violette.  Vice Chair Steve Hatch was absent.

COMMENTS/QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC CONCERNING MATTERS NOT RELATED TO ITEMS ON THE AGENDA:  No questions asked.

5. ACTION ITEMS:

a. Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – September 25, 2007.  Selectman Clark moved Board approve the minutes of the September 25, 2007 meeting, second by Selectman Nutting.  Board approved 4-0.

b. Protocol for the Use and Distribution of the Brown and Gibson Trust Funds.  Selectman Clark moved Board table Action Items 5 b. and 5 c. until the October 23, 2007 Selectmen’s meeting.  Selectman Nutting seconded the motion.  Vote 4-0 to table Action Items 5 b. and 5 c.

c.  Memorandum of Agreement between the Town of Clinton and the Trustees of the Town of Clinton and the Trustees of the Brown Memorial Library.  This item was tabled until the October 23, 2007 meeting.  

d.  Agreement between the State of Maine, Department of Public Safety and the Town of Clinton for public safety answering point services. Selectman Nutting moved to table Action Item 5 d. until the October 23, 2007 Selectmen’s meeting.  Second by Selectman Clark, all in favor.

e. Appointment of Holly Stebbins as the Warden for the November 6, 2007    Referendum Election.  Selectman Clark moved Board appoint Holly Stebbins as the Warden for the November 6, 2007 Referendum Election. Selectman Nutting seconded the motion.  Vote 4-0

f.  Board adoption of the Maine Municipal Association Model Ordinance General Assistance Appendices (A-C) for the period October 1, 2007 to October 1, 2008, as well as Appendix F (Maximum for Personal Care & Household Supplies), as revised September, 2007.  Selectman Clark moved Board adoption of the Maine Municipal Association Model Ordinance General Assistance Appendices (A-C) for the period October 1, 2007 to October 1, 2008, as well as Appendix F (Maximum for Personal Care & Household Supplies), as revised September 2007.  Second by Selectman Nutting, vote 4-0.

g.  Board authorization for CEO to prosecute Charles McIntyre for land use violations as an 80K action in Waterville District Court.  CEO Robert Sharkey and Charles McIntyre were present to answer questions from the Board of Selectmen.  Selectman Massey moved the Board sign the authorization for Robert Sharkey, Code Enforcement Officer, to prosecute Charles McIntyre for land use violations as an 80K action in Waterville District Court.  Second by Selectman Clark, vote 4-0.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:  Code Enforcement Officer update regarding enforcement issues. Board of Selectmen reviewed the Inspection Report provided by Code Enforcement Officer dated October 9, 2007.  (Report attached)   Board agreed to review the property owned by Alward, 481 Mutton Lane, as a dangerous building on October 23, 2007.

SUPPLEMENTS AND ABATEMENTS:  Town Manager Rhodes presented two supplementary assessments to the Board of Selectmen.  Selectman Clark moved to approve supplementary assessment for Map 017, lot 088, in the amount of $642.35.  Second by Selectman Nutting, vote 4-0.

Selectman Clark moved to approve supplementary assessment for Map 007, Lot 004-B-99, in the amount of $272.60.  Second by Selectman Nutting, vote 4-0.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT:

a. Expense/Revenue Report.  Town Manager Rhodes reviewed the expense/revenue report and noted the Kennebec County Tax payment is due November 1, 2007.

b. Tax Collector’s Report – Town Manager Rhodes advised the Board $759,538.20 has been collected for 2007 taxes as of the close of business October 1, 2007.  

c. Draft Audit Report for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2007 was reviewed.

d. Update on the Sand/Salt Shed – Town Manager Rhodes said the new roof has been completed.  The contractor replaced seven sections of plywood adding an additional $350 to the contract. The 2500-gallon liquid calcium tank has been installed and 400 tons of winter salt has been delivered.

WARRANT:  Selectman Clark moved the Board approve Warrant 23 in the amount of $210,800.98.  Second by Selectman Nutting, all in favor.
