Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – May 12, 2009

Selectman Clark moved Board appoint Susan Hamilton as an Alternate Member of the Planning Board for the term May 27, 2009 to June 30, 2009.    Seconded by Selectman Nutting.   Vote 5-0 Approved

Humane Society-Waterville Area Contract

Selectman Clark moved Board authorize the Chairman to sign the contract between the Town of Clinton and Humane Society-Waterville Area for the contract year July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010 at a cost of $4,509.  Selectman Massey seconded the motion.  Vote 5-0 Approved

Selectman Clark moved Board adopt Resolution 09-04.  Selectman Nutting seconded the motion.  Vote 5 – 0 Approved

Solid Waste Transfer/Recycling Agreement

Selectman Clark moved Board sign the Solid Waste Transfer/Recycling Facility Agreement between the Town of Clinton and the Town of Benton for the term July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2014.  Selectman Nutting seconded the motion.   Vote 5-0 Approved

DISCUSSION ITEMS
Status report on the Mill Site Improvement Project     

Town Manager Rhodes informed the Board the work on the Mill Site started on Monday, May 18, 2009. Final Completion date has been changed to August 25, 2009. Due to the economy, the material for the gazebo could not be guaranteed for July, it could be guaranteed for August.  The State extended the contract.

Trash along Town roads: Selectman Watson

Homestead reduction – Town Manager Rhodes said everyone will lose $3,000.00 in assessment and  property taxes will increase for each home that currently has the Homestead Exemption..
