MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM: Chairman Jeff Towne, Vice Chair Steve Hatch, Randy Clark, and Chester Nutting. Selectman Joe Massey was absent.  Also present Town Manager James Rhodes, Town Clerk Pamela Violette, and Police Chief Charles Runnels.

COMMENTS / QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC CONCERNING MATTERS NOT RELATED TO ITEMS ON THE AGENDA.  The Board’s rules of procedure have imposed a 15-minute total time limit.

ACTION ITEMS.

Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – April 7, 2008 Public Hearing.

Selectman Clark moved the Board approve the minutes of the April 7, 2008 Public Hearing for the Warrant Articles, FY 08/09 Budget, and E-011 Ordinance Amendment second by Nutting.  Vote 4 in favor.

Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – April 8, 2008.

Selectman Clark moved Board approve minutes of the April 8, 2008 Meeting, second by Selectman Nutting.  Vote 4 in favor.

Approval to sign Municipal Quit Claim Deed Without Covenants.

Selectman Clark moved Board table Resolution 08-04 until June 24, 2008, second by Selectman Nutting.  Vote 4-0

Resolution 08-05: Board of Selectmen Authorization to Add to Capital Reserve Account 2-735-02 Police from Un-Anticipated Revenue.

Selectman Clark moved Board table Resolution 08-05, second by Nutting.  All in favor

Resolution 08-06: Board of Selectmen Authorization for the Purchasing Agent to issue Purchase Order for a 2008 Ford Crown Victoria Police Package Cruiser.

Selectman Clark moved Board table Resolution 08-0, second by Selectman Nutting.  All in favor.

June 10, 2008 Town Meeting Warrant.

Selectman Clark moved Board approve and sign the June 10, 2008 Town Meeting Warrant, second by Selectman Hatch.  Vote 4-0

Board approval to sign a Purchase and Sale Agreement for tax acquired property Map 002, Lot 115, 821 Bellsqueeze Road, to Carrie Henderson, 335 Gogan Road, Benton, Maine 04901.

Selectman Clark moved Board sign the Purchase and Sale Agreement for tax acquired property Map 002, Lot 115, 821 Bellsqueeze Road to Carrie Henderson, second by Selectman Hatch.  Vote 4-0

      Proposed E-911 Ordinance Amendment.

Selectman Clark moved Board certify by signature five (5) copies of the Proposed E-911 Ordinance Amendment, second by Selectman Nutting.  All in favor.

DISCUSSION ITEMS
Proposed Ordinance: Restricting Vehicle Weight on Posted Ways.


Town Manager Rhodes said this item will start the process to hold a public hearing and post the notice.  The Board of Selectmen vote on road ordinances.

Letter from Clinton Postmaster Requesting Limited Parking Signs in front of the Post Office. 

Chairman Towne read the letter from the Clinton Postmaster requesting limited parking times in front of the post office as vehicles are blocking the handicap ramp.  This will be an agenda item for the next meeting.

Sealed bid letter to Board of Selectmen.

Selectman Clark moved the Board open the sealed bid letter addressed to the Board of Selectman, dated April 12, 2008, second by Selectman Hatch.  Vote 4 in favor.

The sealed bid was from Bruce Salsbury for a mobile home in the amount of $500.00.  This mobile home was one of the properties for sale for unpaid real estate taxes and did not receive any bids.  Selectman Nutting asked what the minimum bid requested when this property original went out to bid.  Town Manager Rhodes answered $939.68.

SUPPLEMENTS AND ABATEMENTS -  None

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT: Town Manager Rhodes presented a copy of the annual town report dedication page for their review.

Town Manager Rhodes read from the Municipal Officials Resource Manual, frequently asked questions:  

Question:  If we sell a tax-acquired property for more than the taxes owned, must we return the excess money to the former owner?

Answer:  No.  The Town has no legal obligation or authority to return any excess funds to the former owner or taxpayer (City of Auburn v. Mandarelli, 320 A.2d 22 (Me.1974).

OLD / NEW BUSINESS:  Chairman Towne provided the Selectman with a copy of the Board of Selectmen’s Message for the annual report.

Selectman Clark moved to accept the Board of Selectmen Message for the annual report as written, second by Selectman Hatch.  Vote 4-0

WARRANT: Selectman Clark moved to approve warrant 68 in the amount of $35,820.56, second by Selectman Hatch.  All in favor.
