MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:38 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM: Chairman Jeff Towne, Vice Chairman David Watson II, Randy Clark, Justin Cote, and Geraldine Dixon.  Also present Town Manager Aaron Chrostowsky and Town Clerk Pamela Violette.

ACTION ITEMS.

Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes –  March 23, 2010
Selectman Clark moved the Board approve the minutes of the meeting, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0
Discuss Proposed Resolution 10-2 Establishing a Road Advisory Committee
Selectman Clark moved to adopt Resolution 10-2 Establishing a Road Advisory Committee, second by Selectman Cote.  
Chairman Towne read Resolution 10-2:

WHEREAS, the Board of Selectmen establish a Road Advisory Committee under provisions in the Clinton, Maine, Town Charter, Article II, Section 2.06 (a),

WHEREAS, the Committee in order to better understand and formulate priorities for road construction, maintenance and improvements in the Town,

· will solicit public input, petitions, and hear complaints, 

· will conduct and study traffic analysis, 

· review staff and engineering reports, 

WHEREAS, the Committee will establish and formulate criteria to be used in prioritizing road improvement projects including but not limited too,

· public input, petitions, and complaints,

· maintenance costs,

· improvement costs,

· type of road,

· traffic patterns,

· development patterns,

WHEREAS, the Committee will develop a master plan for the construction, maintenance and improvement of Town roads using established criteria, correcting road deficiencies identified by the Committee;

WHEREAS, the Committee shall consist of five (5) members and are appointed by the Board of Selectmen for a one-year terms; and

WHEREAS, the Committee elects from its membership for one-year terms of office, a Chairman, a Vice-Chairman, and a Secretary. The Town Manager/ Road Commissioner and Highway Supervisor have ex-officio membership, without voting rights, on the committee;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SELECTMEN OF THE TOWN OF CLINTON, establish a Road Advisory Committee.

Selectman Watson asked if the Road Advisory Committee had input on day to day maintenance.  Selectman Clark said input included everything.  Highway Director Clayton Pierce will be included in the meetings.
Road Advisory Committee appointments
Selectman Clark moved to appoint Ronnie Irving, Keith Graham, Bob Lawrence, Norman Richardson and Patrick Shea to the Road Advisory Committee members, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0
Review Proposed Resolution 10-3 for Acceptance of Management Letter and Final Annual Financial Report for Fiscal Year 2008-2009
Selectman Clark moved to adopt Proposed Resolution 10-3 for Acceptance of Management Letter and Final Annual Financial Report for Fiscal Year 2008-2009, second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0
Keel Hood, Town Auditor, was present to discuss the 2008/2009 audit.  Mr. Hood said the Town is in strong financial condition.  The management letter is one issue he wanted to address.  In his management letter, Mr. Hood advises the Town to hire someone to conduct the bank reconciliation.   Mr. Hood also told the Board they need to not only see the expense and revenue reports, but also the general ledger trial balance and a copy of the bank statement.
Chairman Towne provided the Town Manager with copies of a previously approved investment policy.
Discuss the Proposed Resolution 10-4 Board of Selectmen Establish A Municipal Capital Reserve Fund for Paving and Road Reconstruction
Selectman Clark moved to adopt Proposed Resolution 10-4 Board of Selectmen Establish A Municipal Capital Reserve Fund for Paving and Road Reconstruction, second by Selectman Watson.  Selectman Clark moved to withdraw his motion and Selectman Watson withdrew his second.
After discussion, Selectman Clark moved to adopt the Proposed Resolution 10-4 Board of Selectmen Establish A Municipal Capital Reserve Fund for Paving and Road Reconstruction with section 5 b deleted (Board of Selectmen, by resolution, may use unencumbered budget account balance prior to the close out of the fiscal year to transfer into designated reserve fund), second by Selectman Watson.  Board will ratify after changes made and will sign at the next meeting.  Vote 5-0
Discuss authorizing the Town Manager to enter into contract with Asplundh Tree Expert Company to clear Town-owned Main Street parcel (Map 17, Lot 83).
Selectman Clark moved to authorize the Town Manager to enter into a contract with Asplundh Tree Expert Company to clear Town-owned Main Street parcel (Map 17, Lot 83), second by Selectman Watson.  Vote 5-0
Discuss Proposed 2010 Annual Town Meeting Warrant
Selectman Clark moved to accept Proposed 2010 Annual Town Meeting Warrant, second by Selectman Watson.   Vote 4-1  Selectman Dixon opposed but will sign the warrant.
Changes to the warrant:  Article 29 – the whole ordinance included 
Article 8 – add wording by public petition 

Article 31 – additional Municipal Capital Reserve Fund for Paving and Road Reconstruction.

The Town Manager said he will be working at the transfer station during the April 17 Spring Clean Up Day and Gerald Howard made signs for the public hearing.

WARRANT:  Selectman Clark moved to approve warrant 64 in the amount of $181,152.09, second by Selectman Watson.  4 in favor, 1 opposed.  Selectman Dixon did not sign the warrant as she did not have time for review.
