PUBLIC HEARING

DRAFT 2010 TOWN MEETING WARRANT

BUDGET COMMITTEE RECOMMENDED FY 10/11 MUNICIPAL BUDGET

Selectman Clark moved Board open the Public Hearing on the Draft 2010 Town Meeting Warrant and Recommended FY 10/11 Municipal Budget at 7:03 p.m., second by Selectman Dixon.   Vote 5-0

Chairman Towne read warrant articles 3 through 28.  
Areas of concern from residents present at the public hearing:

Number of hours Code Enforcement Officer works and how paid - hourly or salary

Does the Police Budget include a cruiser
Dispatching costs
Number of hours for Animal Control Officer works
Residents questioned grading, patching, and paving of roads
Selectman Watson said 67 cents of every dollar raised from taxes goes to the school, .33 cents to the municipal budget.  The Town does a good job with the budget.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE RELATING TO AMENDMENTS TO THE CURFEW ORDINANCE.

Selectman Clark moved Board open the Public Hearing relating to the Proposed Ordinance Amendments to the Curfew Ordinance at 8:05  p.m., second by Selectman Watson.  Vote 5-0

Selectman Dixon said the curfew should be in place from 10:00 p.m. – 5:00 a.m.
A question of enforcement if the Police Department is defeated.  Chief Runnels said if the Police Department is voted out, there will not be any enforcement as the State Police and County Sheriff cannot enforce a local ordinance such as the Curfew Ordinance.
Selectman Clark moved Board close the Public Hearing at 8:08 p.m., second by Selectman Cote.  Vote 5-0

PROPOSED ORDINANCE ENTITLED “ADULT ORIENTED BUSINESSES ORDINANCE”

Selectman Clark moved Board open the Public Hearing for the proposed Adult Oriented Businesses Ordinance at 8:09 p.m., second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0

It was asked if there is anything currently in place concerning adult businesses.  Planning Board Chairman Michael Walton said the Town of Clinton does not have anything in place at this time.  Enforcement would be through the Code Enforcement Officer.
