James,

| reviewed the charter section that you mentioned, and | do agree that the charter provides the selectmen with the
authority to establish some types of fees, but | do not think that building permit application fees are included in the
authority granted by the charter. | agree that an argument can be made that the fee in question does relate to a
town service (the service of processing a permit application). The language in the charter is not crystal

clear. However, | am of the opinion that the charter means to refer to "user fees" such as fees for solid waste
disposal, ambulance services, use of town property, rental fees and similar town services. | am skeptical that the
language was meant to apply to processing of permits and other administrative duties carried out by town
officials. | conferred with one of my colleagues who agreed with that interpretation. In addition, whether the
charter allows the selectmen to impose a building permit application fee is somewhat of a moot point in this case.
The fact is that the current fee is currently contained in the land use ordinance, and the only way to amend the
ordinance is to have the town meeting vote on the issue. Thus, in my opinion, you should change the fee by
amending the ordinance at town meeting. You would only create confusion among applicants by allowing the
ordinance to contain a $5 fee while another document contains a different fee,

In answer to your second guestion, | do think the fee you describe is an application fee. In fact, the version of the
land use ordinance that we have in the office (June 1994), specifically describes it as an "Application fee.” In
support of this, | would assume that the individual does not get his/her fee back if the building permit is denied.
Thus, it appears that the fee is intended to cover the cost of processing the application. Really, this is the only
basis upon which the fee could be based, as municipalities may not raise revenue through fees above and
beyond the reasonable cost of the service involved.

INFORMATION_REQUEST: The current Town of Clinton Land Use Ordinance, Section 6
Administration and Enforcement, Subsection C Permit Application, paragraph 5, Application Fee
specifies the following: "A fee of $5.00 is payable with the application for a Building / Land Use
Permit or with application for a site review." The Town of Clinton Charter, Article Il Selectmen,
Section 2.06 Powers and Duties, Paragraph (f) states: "The Board of Selectmen shall be
responsible for establishing user fees for all Town property, leases, rentals and services, and shall
review all fees and agreements annually.” The Board of Selectmen want to increase the Building
Permit fees. There are 2 legal questions: 1. Can the Board of Selectmen use their power as defined
in the Charter to set Building Permit fees as a service fee, since the Code Enforcement Officer must
inspect what has been approved for construction as described in the issued Building Permit and
these Building Permit fees help offset the amount of taxes needed to support the CEO position? 2.
Is the $5.00 fee payable with application for a Building Permit, described in the Land Use
Ordinance, in realty an administrative processing fee for the application? The actual Buiding Permit
is issued separate of the application. If the Charter prevails, then the time needed to adjust the
Building Permit fees can be shortened to one Selectmen’s meeting. If the Ordinance prevails, then
the time needed to get to Town Meeting is 4-months. Request a written legal opinion by March 12,
2007 for the March 13, 2007 Selectmen's meeting.

The Board of Selectmen, on 2/27/08, directed the Town Manager / Town
Treasurer to review the facts pertaining to the Recreation and Library accounts
identified by the Auditor as being an issue getting information.

The following constitutes my discovery and recommendations regarding the
Recreation and Library accounts:

RECREATION

Account # 02-9077460 TD Banknorth, N.A.

Employer Identification Number (EIN) / Tax Identification Number (TIN) = 01-
05000076. This EIN / TIN is not a Town of Clinton Number. It was issued years
ago to a 501-C-3 organization called Clinton Recreation Committee. TAB 1.
Balance in the account: $294.65 as of 1/31/07. TAB 2.

The Town of Clinton is not listed on the account.

The purpose of this account was / is for the Recreation Committee (not Parks
and Recreation Board) to deposit donated funds and pay for items needed to run
recreation events.

The checkbook is controlled by the committee treasurer.

This Recreation Committee was established long before the enactment of the
Town Charter in 2001.

Town Charter, Article IV Administrative Organization, Section 4.02 Appointed and
Elected Positions, (c) Appointed Boards and Committees, (7) Parks and



Recreation Board states: “There shall be a Parks and Recreation Board
consisting of five (5) regular Conservation Commissioners appointed by the
Board of Selectmen for three year terms, and two (20 alternate Conservation
Commissioners appointed by the Board of Selectmen for one year.” TAB 3.

There is no authority in the Town Charter for a Recreation Committee.

Warrant Article 34, Passed until rescinded at Town Meeting on June 11, 2002
states as follows: To see if the town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen
to accept conditional gifts of money to the town and to appropriate and expend
funds for which the gift was made, in accordance with any conditions imposed by
the donor, and to accept conditional of personal property to the town and to use
the property in the manner specified by the donor. This authorization will remain
in effect until rescinded by a future Annual Town Meeting vote. TAB 4.

The reason for this Recreation Committee Account no longer exists with the
passage of the Town Charter and the Warrant Article 34.

Recommendation: Give the Parks and Recreation Board an opportunity at their
April meeting to have a formal discussion to dissolve the Parks and Recreation
Committee and vote to close out the account.

Any sum received from the close-out could be donated to the Town, with
conditions, through the Board of Selectmen. The recommended FY 07/08
Recreation Budget Administration line could be increased by the amount
donated.

Purchasing Policy

PURPOSL: The purpose of this policy is to develop, in writing, a standardized procedure for all
purchases which utilize Town funds, including the regulating of bids and contracts. It will apply
to all Town Departments and, where applicable, to any Town Board or Committee which
receives Town funding. No Maine State Sales Tax shall be incurred (the Town’s Employer
Identification Number [EIN] will be conspicuously printed on each purchase order).

PURCHASE ORDLERS: It shall be the policy of the Town of Clinton that all purchases
exceeding $750 dollars and above made by any Town department or, where applicable, in behalf
of any Town Board or Committee ulilizing funds appropriated by the Town, will be
accompanied by a purchase order. Purchase orders shall {all into the following categories:

1. No purchase order necessary: Purchases less than $750.00 dollars does not require
a purchase order. No purchase order is required for ongoing services such as telephone,
electricity, heating fuel, water and sewer, contracted services (e.g. EMS billing, custodial
services, mowing), or for other items for which the Town has entered into an agreement.
This would also apply to regular purchases of gasoline for Town vehicles, where a credit

card in the Town’s name 15 used

2. Purchase orders for more than $750.00: These purchase orders will be obtained
from the Town Manager’s office prior to purchasing or ordering goods or merchandise
by, or through, a department head or the department head’s designee. The original copy
of the purchase order shall be given, mailed, or in the case of a telephoned or internet
purchase, retained after the purchase order number and EIN, also sometimes referred to
as the Town’s tax exempt number) have been referenced. A copy shall be retained by the
department until the invoice is presented for approval, at which time the copy (and
original, if retained) shall be attached to the approved invoice and submitted for payment.

3. Consolidated purchase order: When multiple departments are having work
performed by a single vendor simultaneously (e.g. boiler inspections; fire extinguisher
annual inspections and maintenance), a single purchase order covering multiple
departments shall be arranged.

4. Emergency purchases: It is recognized that emergency situations may arise when a
purchase order cannot be obtained (evening hours, weekends, holidays. et cctera).

Various situations can arise during these periods, such as need to replace a headlight. a
“blown” hydraulic line, a need for towing, et cetera. In any such situation, the purchase
may be made, and a retroactive purchase order obtained within three (3) days of the
incident. [n the event of a catastrophic situation which endangers public safety, such as a
failure of a local bridge or culvert, a washout of a road, one or more large trees blocking a
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road, et celera. il will not be necessary to obtain bids or a purchase order in order Lo
alleviate the emergency. A retroactive purchase order, as deseribed in this section, shall
be obtained.

Regulation of Bids and Contracts: The Board of Sclectmen shall regulate the issuance of bids
and the letting of contracts, subject W the following conditions:

{1.) The Town Manager, or others as may be appointed by the Board of Selectimen, shall have
the authority to obligate the Town in a single purchase amount not to exceed 535,000 of budgeted
items without prior approval of the Board of Selectmen, subject to the limitations specified
below. The Town Manager may delegate part, or all. of such authority to persons responsible (o
him or her in order to make the most efficient use of funds, stafl, and time available to him or

her.

(2.) The Town will require written specificalions and competitive written bids for all purchases
ol goods, services, or supplies in excess of $5,000, and for all professional services. Services for
auditing, engineering, construction, consulting, legal counsel, and other such services shall be
exempted from this policy. Written bids may be requested for goods, services, or supplies with
an estimated value less than $3,000 if, in the opinion of the Town Manager, there would be a
reasonable probability that in doing so, the Town would realize a monetary savings.

(3.) Proposals for goods and services requiring expenditures estimated to be equal to, or in
excess of, $5,000 shall require prior approval ol the Board of Selectmen before a request may he

15sued.

(4.) Specifications shall not be prepared so as to exclude all but one type, kind, or specific make
and/or model, but shall encompass competitive supplies or equipment, for which competilive
bids shall be secured before purchase, lease, or lease purchase by contract, or other agreement is
formalized. However, unique or noncompetitive articles, which are determined to be sufficiently
superior for the use or service intended by the Town by a department head and the Town
Manager, suhject to the approval of the Board of Selectmen, may be purchased without regard to

other hids.

(3.) Requests for bids, proposals, or quotations requiring expenditures in excess of $5,000 shall
be advertised by a notice to be published in a newspaper distributed within the Town or mailed
lo no less than three (3) companies, firms, or other legal entities with the capability of providing
the goods or services needed. Those firms shall have an established reputation [or providing
quality goods and/or services. In addition to mailed proposals, those solicilations shall also be
posted on the public bulletin board at the Town Office.

(6.) All bids, proposals, or quotations shall be submitted in sealed envelopes, and shall be
received prior to, and opened in public at the hour and at the place stated in the specifications
and notice. Facsimile or internet bids, proposals, or quotations will not be considered, All
original bids, proposals, or quotations, together with all documents
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pertaining to the award of any contract or purchase agreement, shall be refained and made a part
of the permanent file or record, and shall be open Lo public inspection.

(7.) Purchases, services, contracts, and any other formal commitments in excess of $5,000 shall
he awarded only after authorization by the Board of Selectmen.

(8.) The Town of Clinton shall reserve the right to reject any or all bids, proposals, or quotations,
to waive any formality or technicality in any bid, proposal, or quotation under any single sel ol
specifications, request for proposals, or quotations.

(%) Awards shall normally be issued to the lowest and best bidder. However, there may be
sitnations where the lowest bidder is not the best bidder. The Board of Selectmen shall consider
all factors in determining which bid, proposal, or quotation is, in its judgment, in the best interest
of the Town, and may vole accordingly. When appropriate, the reason(s) for not awarding the
bid, proposal, or contract to the lowest bidder shall be reduced to writing, and filed with the bid

dlocuments.
