CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6.32 p.m.

ACTION ITEMS.

Michael Hammond from Central Maine Power Company was present, at the request of the Town Manager, to inform the residents about the tree trimming that is taking place. There is a posting in the newspaper in January and July to notify the residents. This is a five year plan which handles everything from the sub-stations to every meter. This work is being done through the whole town. A law was passed in 1993 to allow the company to cut trees, even if property owners are not agreeable. Any road that has CMP poles is where they do the work.
