Lawn Care Maintenance:  Town Manager Chrostowsky said he sent the lawn care contractor a letter stating he is not meeting the performance requirements of the mowing, trimming and law care maintenance contracts.
Change in Town Business Hours of Operation:  Selectman Watson said he talked to Deputy Town Clerk Shirley Bailey who seems interested in working a ten-hour day, four days a week.  Selectman Watson said he would like the Town Office to try four-ten hours days from Memorial Day to Labor Day.   Board agreed to have the Town Manager and office staff comes up with a plan to try out new hours.

Improved Communications: Town Manager Chrostowsky asked the Board if they had any communication problems between him and the Board or between the Town Manager and Department Heads.  The Board said they do not have communication problems with the Town Manager or Department Heads.
