MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM: Chairman Jeff Towne, Vice Chairman David Watson II, Randy Clark Justin Cote, and Geraldine Dixon.  Also present Town Manager James Rhodes and Town Clerk Pamela Violette.

TOWN MANAGER’S PRESENTATION OF THE PROPOSED FY 10 / 11 MUNICIPAL BUDGET.

TOWN MANAGER’S PRESENTATION OF THE PROPOSED FY 10 / 11            MUNICIPAL BUDGET.

In Accordance with Town Charter, Article V, Section 5.03, paragraph (f), the following proposed FY 10 / 11 municipal budget is submitted to the Board of Selectmen and Budget Committee for review and consideration.

· $1,878,843.

· Decrease of $100,000 (minus 5%) from the current FY 09 / 10 Budget of $1,978,843.

Revenue Projections for FY 10 / 11 are $1,251,414.

· Projected decrease of $203,636

· Current FY 09 / 10 Revenue Budget is $1,455,050.

REASONS FOR MUNICIPAL BUDGET DECREASE

The decrease of $100,000 (minus 5%) in the proposed FY 10 / 11 Municipal Budget is due to the following reasons:

$50,969            Elimination of the Library Department.

$40,000            Reduction in paving.

$ 9,031            Elimination of funding for P.A.L. (Police Athletic League)

REASONS FOR PROJECTED REVENUE DECREASE

The projected revenue decrease of $203,636 is due to the following reason:

· Projected loss of $200,000 from Account Line 99-001 (Transfer of Surplus Funds) due to unsustainability.

· Projected loss of $60,000 in State Revenue Sharing.

· Projected loss of $15,000 in Homestead Exemption.

· Projected loss of $6,000 in Local Road Assistance Funds (URIP).

BUDGET SUMMARY

Balance of Expenses v. Revenues

The projected revenue decrease of $203,636 is due to the following reason:

· Projected loss of $200,000 from Account Line 99-001 (Transfer of Surplus Funds) due to unsustainability.

· Projected loss of $60,000 in State Revenue Sharing.

POLICE DEPARTMENT VOTE

LD1 TAX CAP (Property Tax Levy Limit)

The proposed FY 10 / 11 Municipal Budget is $1,173.51 under the 2010 property tax levy limit of $628,602.51.

INCREASE IN THE PROPERTY TAX LEVY LIMIT

If the Budget Committee or Board of Selectmen recommend an increase in the budget that takes the municipal tax commitment above the limit of $628,602,51, then a warrant article to increase the property tax levy limit would need to be voted on at the June 8, 2010 Town Meeting to cover the increase above the levy limit.

POLICE DEPARTMENT VOTE

This budget proposal recommends the elimination of the two (2) part time library positions, the part time highway position and the part time parks and recreation position.

AVAILABILITY OF LIBRARY FUNDS

The Library has $301,411.47 available as of November 30, 2009 in TD Bank Wealth Management Trust Fund. Money from this fund could be brought into the revenue budget to fund the library operations to keep it from closing.

SUMMARY

The proposed FY 10 / 11 Municipal Budget reflects the reality of decreased revenues due to the constraints of the current and projected economic conditions.

The Board of Selectmen thanked Town Manager Rhodes for preparing the budget.
