CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:   Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

A. PUBLIC HEARING ON SPECIAL TOWN MEETING WARRANT 

AUGUST 13, 2013, POLICE DEPARTMENT APPROPRIATION.                                                     

Selectman Clark moved to open the Public Hearing on Special Town Meeting Warrant, August 13, 2013, Police Department Appropriation, at 6:30 p.m., second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.
Chairman Jeff Towne read Article 8; to see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $197,954 for the Police Department Account.  The article was defeated by the Town’s people on June 11, 2013 by votes of 192-yes and 267-no.   Chairman Towne asked for comments on the Police Department Budget.

Resident comments and concerns were primarily about improving the Police Department and its leadership.  Town Manager Hatch said he and Chief Johnson are working on making Clinton more Community friendly. Chief Johnson explained the Clinton Police Department is not a 24-hours a day, 7-days per week department; it is a small department and they do the best they can.

APPROVAL OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES JULY 9, 2013.
Selectman Clark moved Board approve the minutes of the July 9, 2013 meeting, as amended, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.

LOCAL ROAD ASSISTANCE PROGRAM FY 14 – APPROVE AND SIGN.
Selectman Dixon moved Board approve the Local Road Assistance Program (LRAP) FY 14, second by Selectman Irving.  Vote 5-0 Approved.
PERSONNEL POLICY – HOLIDAYS.
Selectman Clark moved Board accept Section 8-Paid Holidays as proposed, second by Selectman Irving: If a holiday falls upon a Monday when the transfer station is closed, a full-time or permanent part-time employee of the transfer station department shall receive a compensatory, floating holiday time (8 hours for full-time and 4 hours for permanent part-time) to be used as an alternate day-off within 3 months following the holiday.  Floating holiday time is not cumulative and not included in overtime calculations.  Vote 5-0 Approved.
Selectman Clark moved Board accept Personnel Policy as reworded, effective July 23, 2013, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved. 

AUDIT CONTRACT FR 12/13. 

Selectman Clark moved Board approve audit contract for the Town Manager to sign, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.
ROADS TO BE WORKED ON – HIGHWAY COMMITTEE TO MEET.
Town Manager Hatch told the Board of Selectman Keith Graham does not want to be on the Road Advisory Committee, but Bob Lawrence is available.  Town Manager Hatch asked the Board for suggestions regarding possible committee members.  
PERMIT FOR DOT CONTRACT TO ACCESS BEAVER BROOK BRIDGE
Selectman Clark moved Board approve permit for DOT contractor to access Beaver Brook Bridge, requiring the contractor to be bonded, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.
MMA ELECTION OF OFFICERS
Selectman Clark moved Board authorize Chairman Jeff Towne to sign the Election of Officers Ballot for Maine Municipal Association, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.

Selectman Dixon moved Board to nominate Ann Oszolinski to the Planning Board, three year term, second by Selectman Clark.  Vote 5-0 Approved
