MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:   Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

SELECTMEN PRESENT / QUORUM:  Chairman Jeffrey Towne, Vice Chairman Geraldine Dixon, Ronnie Irving, Ed Blanchard, Randy Clark.  Also present Town Manager Warren Hatch and Deputy Town Clerk Melody Fitzpatrick.   
ACTION ITEMS:
Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes – August 27, 2013
Selectman Clark moved Board approve the August 27, 2013 meeting minutes, seconded by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 4-0 Approved.  Selectman Irving was absent at the August 27, 2013 meeting.

FIRST PARK

Mr. Jackson of First Park introduced himself to the Board of Selectman.  Mr. Jackson shared his past work and other experiences as well as his goals for First Park and the 24 (twenty four) Towns he works with.
BID OPENING – MAIN STREET PROPERTY MAP 17 LOT 83

Selectman Clark moved Board to open and accept bid from DAC Distributors Inc., in the amount of $5000.00 for map 17 lot 83, second by Selectman Irving.  Vote 5-0 Approved. 
PAL CONTRACT FOR 2013/2014

The Board of Selectman received a revised contract from PAL with a precondition: to PAL performing as agreed under this Agreement is the passage by the Town of Clinton of an appropriation for PAL sufficient to support the services provided to the Town by PAL.  Should PAL be unable to perform under the agreement, 30 days prior to terminating performance, PAL will notify the Town in writing why it is unable to continue performance by showing the cost of performing in relation to the Town’s appropriation.  If the dispute is not resolved, the Town and PAL shall select a mutually agreeable 3rd party to choose an arbitrator and that the parties participate in a binding arbitration that will be a final resolution.   The Board of Selectman were not in favor of signing the contract with preconditions.

ROAD PAVING

 Town Manager Hatch said the road paving bid request will be posted.  The bids will be opened at the next Selectman’s Meeting September 24, 2013.

Selectman Clark moved to approve Abatement 2012 - #28, in the amount of $726.75, reason:  personal property should have been added to the BETE program per Maine Revenue, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.

Town Manager Warren Hatch provided the Board of Selectman with a Revenue sheet to review.
BUDGET COMMITTEE MEMBER REQUEST

Selectman Clark moved to appoint Willie Mooney to the Budget Committee, second by Selectman Dixon.  Vote 5-0 Approved.  

OLD/NEW BUSINESS:

Selectman Clark said he has received complaints about trucks and SUV’s parking in front of the pizza place on Main Street and said it needs to be addressed.

Selectman Blanchard has received complaints about 4-wheelers going too fast on the Bush Road and would like a Slow Children Playing sign posted.

Selectman Blanchard said the field behind Mara Field needs to be bush-hogged and suggested the Highway Department do the work.
