MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Towne called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:   Chairman Towne led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

SELECTMEN PRESENT/QUORUM:  Chairman Jeffrey Towne, Vice Chairman Ronnie Irving, Selectman Ed Blanchard, Selectman Brian Bickford and Selectman Stephen Hatch and Town Manager Pamela Violette 
ACTION ITEMS
a.  Approval of Selectmen’s Minutes

Selectman Hatch moved the Board approve the minutes of the October 25, 2016, meeting.  Selectman Irving seconded the motion. Vote 5 – 0 to accept the minutes.
b.  Fire Chief Petley – Grant Approval to apply
Fire Chief Petley reviewed the grant application process and the Fire Department’s grant history.  Chief Petley requested approval from the Board of Selectmen to apply for replacement of 15 SCBA’s with 4500 PSI cylinders, with integrated PASS alarm, 15 masks with voice amplifiers, and 15 spare cylinders, all meeting the latest edition of NPFA Standards.
Selectman Irving moved the Board authorize Chief Petley to submit 2016 FEMA Grant application, second by Selectman Hatch.  Vote 5-0

c.  Municipal Review Committee Board of Director Election Ballot

Selectman Hatch moved the Board vote for Gary Bowman, Oakland,  to the MRC Review Committee Board of Directors, second by Selectman Irving.  Vote 5-0
DISCUSSION ITEMS:
a. Road Shim & Overlay Contract – Discussion with Steve Bard

The Board of Selectmen received  notice from Bard Paving’s attorney, Melissa Reynolds O’Dea, stating Bard withdrew their bid for road shim and overlay.  

Selectman Hatch moved to accept Bard Paving’s withdrawal, second by Selectman Bickford.  Vote was unanimous.

Selectman Irving moved to award bid for Road Shim and Overlay to Pike Industries in the amounts of $70,680.00 for Gustafson Road, $45,945.00 for McNally Road, $56,544.00 for the River Road and $57,427.50 for Horseback Road; total of $230,593.50, and to authorize the Town Manager to sign the road  contract with Pike Industries, second by Selectman Hatch.  Vote 5-0

Board did agree to allow paving at 45 degrees or higher and shim at 40 degrees or higher. Pike’s bid included all necessary materials, butt joint grinding and personnel. The priority roads are McNally Road and Horseback.  If the weather doesn’t hold the Board will agree to hold off on the River Road and the Gustafson Road until spring 2017. 
b. Planning Board Chairman Mike Hachey –Moratorium Medical & Recreational Marijuana Dispensaries 
Planning Board Chairman Hachey and CEO Gioffre reviewed the need of a moratorium with the Board of Selectmen.  The Board agreed a moratorium is necessary to allow the Planning Board and CEO time to put together an ordinance and gather input from the Clinton Police Department and Clinton Fire Department.  The Planning Board will meet on November 16, 2016 and will present a moratorium to the Board of Selectmen for approval on December 13, 2016.  This will be an emergency ordinance, under the Land Use Ordinance, as described in the Clinton Town Charter, Section 8.03 Emergency Ordinance.   
c. Mowing Proposal from Berry Family, LLC.

 Board reviewed the proposal from Berry Family, LLC.  This will be on the agenda for December 13, 2016.
SUPPLEMENTS AND ABATEMENTS:  None
TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT:  Town Manager Violette reported she met with the Road Advisory Committee and Town Highway Contractor Tim Gerow on the Upper Bellsqueeze Road to review what repairs need to be made on the roadway.  The Road Advisory Committee will meet soon to put together their ideas for a warrant article for the June 2017 annual town meeting.  Town Manager Violette said she felt this was a productive meeting with interesting questions, comments and ideas.
Town Manager Violette reported she will be out of the office from November 30 to December 2 for a dental procedure.
UNFINISHED/NEW BUSINESS – Selectman Irving brought up the new Department of Labor’s Overtime Rules for Salaried personnel.  The only employee affected is the Town Manager.  Selectman Irving said with the Budget meetings approaching soon, the Board will need to look at this issue to avoid paying overtime.  Town Manager Violette said she would look at the budget and report back to the Board.
CEO Frank Gioffre reported to the Board that the Sheriff’s office will serve a resident this week for a November 28, 2016 court date.
WARRANT

Selectman Blanchard moved to approve Treasurer’s Warrant #28 in the amount of $242,749.95.  Selectman Irving seconded the motion.  Vote 5-0
